1. COMPASS ROSE – map symbol that indicates what direction north is

2. COORDINATES – latitude and longitude lines that mark a location

3.  DEPARTURE – the location from which you leave 

4.   DESTINATION  - the location to which you’re going           

5.   ELEVATION – distance above sea level

     6.   EQUATOR  - the main line of latitude located at 0 degrees that runs in an east to west direction around the earth; it separates the Northern and Southern hemispheres
     7.   HEMISPHERE - half of the earth’s surface; there are four        

hemispheres: the Northern and Southern hemispheres are separated by the Equator, and the Eastern and Western hemispheres are separated by the Prime Meridian

     8.   LATITUDE – imaginary lines that run in an east to west   direction around the earth and measure distances north and south of the Equator; latitude lines are parallel to each other              

     9.  LONGITUDE – imaginary lines that run in a north to south direction around the earth and measure distances east and west of the Prime Meridian; longitude lines meet at the poles and are not parallel to each other            

    10.  MAP LEGEND (KEY)  - symbols that help locate certain places            on a map

    11.  MERIDIANS  - another name for lines of longitude            

    12.  PARALLELS – another name for lines of latitude

    13. PRIME MERIDIAN – the main line of longitude located at 0 degrees that runs in a north to south direction through Greenwich, England; it separates the Eastern and Western hiemispheres     

    14. SCALE OF DISTANCE – a scale that relates distances on a map to actual distances on earth
