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Purpose:  Students will critically evaluate literature to question and analyze the events in Denmark during the Holocaust.  Student will use sticky notes to monitor their reading by identifying clarifications, connections, and questions.  Students will summarize chapters and respond to questions to comprehend and evaluate the text.  

Task:  Throughout this unit, students will complete the following tasks:  
· Read Number the Stars independently
· Participate in discussion groups
· Create questions using the Bookmark Question Stems
· Take comprehension checks on assigned chapters
· Define new vocabulary words and literary elements from the novel
· Complete journal entries in response to self-created or teacher-created questions

Materials needed each day:  
· “Seed bookmark” with question stems
· Number the Stars novel
· Number the Stars folder, post-its, pencils 
· Vocabulary list and index cards
· Reader Response Notebook (RRN)

Evaluation:  Students will be graded and evaluated on the following things: 
· Comprehension Quizzes:  100 points each 
· Response to comprehension questions or self-created questions in RRN:  Homework/class-work- 10 points each 
· Vocabulary test:  One test grade (200 points)
· Discussion group participation:  One quiz grade:  100 points
