PURPOSE


1.  To create interest and enthusiasm for the book so your

     audience will want to read it.

2. To demonstrate your creativity, originality and intelligence.

3. To prove to your language arts teacher that you read and understood the book.

AUDIENCE

FORM

Your ad must include the following:

· Title/Author of book

· Your name on the lower right corner

· Some kind of visual, picture, or illustration that connects to the book

· Enough of a summary that would create interest in the book, so that the person would want to read it OR words or phrases that give clues about the book.  Do not say how the book ends but give enough information to convince your teacher that you have read the entire book. 

· Use only one sheet of paper no smaller than 8 ½ x 11 and 
no larger than 11 x 14

Suggestions:

· Use computer, your own artistic ability or pictures from a magazine or a combination of the above.

· “Create quotes” that come from popular authors, newspapers, or magazines 

· Have cover or some illustration from book duplicated for your visual.

· Recreate an exciting scene from book for your ad.  Go to Google for visuals.

· Use different fonts and size from the computer to create an interesting effect.

I will evaluate your ad with your book in my hands.  Do not copy  summary from your book cover!  If you use a phrase from the book, it needs to be put between quotation marks.
