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	Organization
	Writing piece shows a clear plan and form. Details are placed in a logical order and  the way they are presented effectively  keeps the interest of the reader.
	Writing piece has a plan. Details are placed in a logical order, but the way in which they are presented/ introduced sometimes makes the writing less interesting.
	Writing piece shows some plan and form. Some details are not in a logical or expected order, and this distracts the reader.
	Writing piece shows no plan or form. Many details are not in a logical or expected order. There is little sense that the writing is organized.

	Controlling

Idea
	There is one clear, well-focused topic. Main idea stands out and is supported by detailed information.
	Main idea is clear but the supporting information is general.

	Elaboration
	The details are well-controlled. The writer knows when to slow down and elaborate, and when to pick up the pace and move on.

	Genre

	Student has no defined sense of the genre that they are writing about and shows no ideas of  the make-up of the writing of that genre.

	Conventions
	Writer makes no errors in grammar or spelling that distract the reader from the content.
	Writer makes 1-2 errors in grammar or spelling that distract the reader from the content.
	Writer makes 3-4 errors in grammar or spelling that distract the reader from the content.
	Writer makes more than 4 errors in grammar or spelling that distract the reader from the content.

	Voice
	The writer seems to be writing from knowledge or experience. The author has taken the ideas and made them "his own."
	The writer seems to be drawing on knowledge or experience, but there is some lack of ownership of the topic.
	The writer relates some of his own knowledge or experience, but it adds nothing to the discussion of the topic.
	The writer has not tried to transform the information in a personal way. The ideas and the way they are expressed seem to belong to someone else.

	Use of Mentor Text
	Student has chosen mentor texts that reflect good personal narrative writing.  The student has experimented with the strategies used by the author effectively.    
	Student has chosen mentor texts that reflect good personal narrative writing.  The student has experimented with the strategies used by the author to add interest to the story.  
	Student has chosen mentor texts that reflect personal narrative writing.  The student has generally started to experiment with the strategies used by the author.
	Student has not chosen mentor texts that reflect good personal narrative writing, or failed to choose texts at all.  The student has not shown risks with the strategies used by other authors.
