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Multiply just like you would if
it were a one-digit number on
the bottom. (2x5=10 ... put
the zero down and carry the 1)
(3x5=15..add the I = 16)

Before you start to multiply by
the second digit, make another
row, and start with a zero first,
because now you're multiplying
by a digit in the tens place-
value. 2x1=2)(3x1=3).
